buffalo chicken dip
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This is a family game day favorite!  Serve with frito scoops, tortilla chips, celery sticks, or serve on small sandwich buns (it is also pretty darn good served on top of mac ‘n cheese!
1-1/2 cups cooked and shredded chicken 

          (1 rotisserie chicken  or 1 can (12 oz) chunk chicken, drained)

½ cup Frank’s Hot Wing Sauce (DO NOT substitute Tabasco)

1 (8 ounce) package cream cheese, softened

1 cup (8 ounces) ranch dressing or blue cheese dressing

1/2 cup chopped celery

¾ cup shredded sharp cheddar cheese

blue cheese crumbles (optional)
Preheat oven to 375.  

Spray a medium casserole dish with non-stick spray.

In a medium sized saucepot, combine the cream cheese and ranch/blue cheese dressing.  Whisk while heating until smooth. You don’t want any cream cheese clumps! Stir in hot sauce.  Remove from heat and stir in chicken and chopped celery.
Spread mixture in casserole dish evenly. Bake for fifteen minutes.

After fifteen minutes, sprinkle the cheddar cheese and blue cheese crumbles on top and continue baking for another 10-15 minutes, or until the cheese has melted and is bubbling.  Remove from oven, let sit for ten minutes and stir well before serving.   
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
