watermelon slush
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Can’t you just imagine swinging on a porch swing with a good friend, enjoying a tall glass of this beautiful and delicious summer drink?
INGREDIENTS:
5 cups cubed seedless watermelon
4 cups ice
1 cup pink lemonade

1 tablespoon superfine sugar (to taste, only if needed)

1 tablespoon fresh lemon juice (to taste, only if needed)

Watermelon slices, for garnish
HOW WE MAKE THESE:

1. Place watermelon chunks, ice and lemonade in a blender and puree until mixture is slushy.  Taste test – if your watermelon is not super-sweet, you can add 1 tablespoon superfine sugar; if you want it a little more tart, add one tablespoon of  fresh lemon juice and blend for just a few seconds.
2. Pour into glasses, garnish with fresh watermelon slices.

3. Serve tall and cold!
FOR THE ADULTS:  Replace the peach juice with ¼ cup Midori liquor and ¼ cup vodka.
